3) The network between the itinerant companies and 

the local musicians and/or institutions

Institutional: the joint performance of Boieldieu’s opera La 
dame blanche (of course, in German: Die weisse Frau) in 
January 1828. 

Semi-institutional: the foreign theatre with local musicians in 
1846, when the “first national opera” “Love and malice” by 
Vatroslav Lisinski was premierred

Individual: the participation of local musicians as conductors
or orchestral musicians in the performances of foreign 
theatre companies
