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38. Slovenski glasbeni dnevi svojo pozornost namenjajo glasbeni
interpretaciji. Vsakdo, ki se ukvarja z glasbo, se tako ali drugace
sreCuje z vprasaniji glasbene interpretacije. Skladatelj presoja,
kaj so njegove zamisli postale v rokah izvajalca; izvajalec gradi
SVOjo vizijo o izvajanem delu; glasbeni zgodovinar ugotavija,
katere izmed interpretacij so zgodovinsko bolj, katere manj
avtenti¢ne; poslusalec zaznava razli€ne interpretacije iste kom-
pozicije; nekatere ga navdusijo, spet druge odklanja.

Seveda je vsaka, $e tako do potankosti vnaprej strukturirana
glasbena izvedba edinstvena, sqj bolj ali manj temelji na
subjektivnin odlocitvah izvajalca. Pri tem gre skorgj vedno
za preplet tako umetniskega koncepta, ki je v svoji enkrat-
nosti neponovljiv, kot tudi v vecji ali manjsi meri prisotnega
znanstvenoraziskovalnega pristopa h glasbeni materiji oz.
samemu interpretativnemu dejanju. Sele analiza ene oz
druge, nelocljivo povezane prakse zmore prodreti v globine
vsakokratne izvedbe in tako bolj celostno predstaviti raznolike
ravni interpretativnega izraza. Glasbeno interpretacijo torej
pogojujejo razlicna izhodisCa, ki v povezavi s skladateljevimi
ustvarjalnimi  intencami, znaciinostmi  glasbenega  stavka,
raznovrstnimi izvedbenimi posebnostmi (med njimi akustiko
zgodovinskih prostorov, razli¢nimi uglasitvami instfrumentov,
pevskimi tehnikami itd.) v kombinaciji z vsakokratnimi estets-
kimi kriteriji oz. recepcijskimi pricakovaniji poslusalca dolo¢ajo
odlocitve poustvarjalca v prostoru in Casu.

Predmet zanimanja tokratnega Mednarodnega muzikoloskega
simpozija bodo prav raznolikosti in specifike posameznih inter-
pretativnih praks v povezavi z nekaterimi novejsimi umetniskimi
in znanstvenoraziskovalnimi spoznanji s podrocja glasbene in-
terpretacije. Simpozij, ki bo potekal 18. aprila v Viteski dvorani
Krizank, kot vselej zaznamuje pestra mednarodna zasedba
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predavateliev z nekaterih najprestiznej§in evropskin univerz. Kot
uvodna govorca bosta nastopila Barbara Luneburg, profesori-
ca z Zasebne univerze Antona Brucknerja v Linzu, ki v dolgo-
letni karieri violinistke in raziskovalke ze vrsto let proucuje tako
umetniske kot znanstvene vidike glasbene interpretacije, ter
profesor Clemens Hellsberg, dolgoletni &lan in nekdanji pred-
stojnik Dungjskih filharmonikov, avtor znamenite monografije
o zgodovini Dunajskinh filharmonikov (Demokratie der Kénige).
ki bo v svojem referatu med drugim spregovoril o nekaterih
najpomembnejsih dirigentih, ki so skupaj z orkestrom oblikovali
nekatere nepozabne interpretacije.

Hkrati Zelimo k razmisljanju o tej vselej nadvse aktualni tematiki
spodbuditi fudi Studente razlicnih glasbenih smeri, za katere
bo v okviru Slovenskin glasbenih dnevov tokrat prvi¢ orga-
niziran Mednarodni studentski simpozij. Ta bo 19. aprila potekal
v prostorih Akademije za glasbo v Ljubljani, njegov namen
pa je mlgj§i generaciji glasbenih ustvarjalcev, poustvarjal-
cev, glasbenih pedagogov in muzikologov omogocditi izmen-
javo razlienih pogledov kot tudi povsem prakticnih izkusenj s
podrocja glasbene interpretacije.

Sicer pa fudi tokratne Slovenske glasbene dneve zaznamuje
nadvse raznolik koncertni program s poudarkom na Stevilnih
krstnin izvedbah in novitetah slovenskih del. Programski od-
bor je sprejel odlocitev, da na koncertih nekaterih osrednjin
slovenskih glasbenih ustanov tokrat priloznost za dokazovanje
dobi predvsem miajsa generacija nadarenih slovenskih in-
terpretov. Otvoritveni koncertni vecCer Slovenskih glasbenih
dnevov, na katerem bo nastopil Orkester Slovenske filhar-
monije pod dirigentskim vodstvom Davorina Morija, v 0s-
predje postavija tri na mednarodnem glasbenem prizoriscu
uveljavljene slovenske skladatelje. Na njem bo mogoce pris-
luhniti skladbi za orkester in orgle Strastra Alda Kumarja v in-
terpretaciji enega najvidnejsih slovenskih organistov Tomaza
Sevska ter novitetama: Koncertu za violino in orkester Tomaza
Sveteta, posveCenem skladateljevi h&erki, izvrstni violinistki
Laliti Svete, ki bo koncert tudi praizvedia, ter Koncertu za dva
klavirjia in orkester akademika Urosa Rojka, v izvedbi pianistk
Nine Presicek Laznik in Lovorke Nemes Dular.

S tokrat kar 17 krstnimi izvedbami izstopata tradicionalni pri-
reditvi Drustva slovenskin skladateljev: v interpretativnem
smislu vselej navdihujoCa Noc slovenskih skladateljev in Kon-
certni atelje, na katerem bo mogoce prisluhniti izkusenemu
Duu Claripiano, v katerem Ze tri desetletja z raznovrstnimi inter-
pretacijami navdusujeta pianistka Tatjana Kaucic in klarinetist
Dusan Sodja. Prav omenijeni prireditvi v najvecji meri prispeva-
ta, da je bilo na Slovenskih glasbenih dnevih v minulih stirih de-
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setletjin izvedenih ze vec kot 350 novih slovenskih del, s Cimer
i nedvomno opravljajo klju¢no viogo pospesevalca sodobne
slovenske skladateljske ustvarjalnosti.

Redkeje slisanim komornim delom skladateljev, ki jih povezuje
mariborsko glasbeno delovanje (med njimi Viktorja Parme,
Cigar 100. obletnice smrti se bomo spomnili v zakljucku leta),
bo mogoce prisluhniti na koncertu 20. aprila. V prostorih mari-
borske Minoritske cerkve bodo v skladbah za godalni kvartet
svoj razkosni interpretativni talent prikazali ¢lani Godalnega
kvarteta kolektiva Carpe artem, ki vse od leta 2012 prireja
redne koncertne cikle v koprodukciji s SNG Maribor.

Sledi vselej dobro obiskani koncert slovenskega samospeva v
organizaciji Glasbene matice Ljubljana, na katerem bodo v
Viteski dvorani Krizank zazveneli samospevi skladatelja Mirka
Polica. V zgodovino slovenske glasbe se je zapisal kot nad-
vse vsestranska glasbena osebnost, med drugim je s poseb-
nim vizionarstvom in poslunhom za sodobno slovensko operno
ustvarjalnost skoraj dve desetletji vodil ljubljansko operno hiso.
Doslej domala povsem prezrt je bil njegov opus samospevov,
katerega del je od zacetka letodnjega leta interpretom na vol-
jo v posebni Maticini ediciji. Ob mladih pevskih solistih, sopra-
nistki Aleksandri Radovanovi¢ in fenoristu Gregorju Ravniku,
ga bo poustvaril Policev pravnuk, pianist Igor Vicentic.

Sklepni koncert je tokrat zaupan Simfoniénemu orkestru RTV
Slovenija pod dirigentskim vodstvom izkusenega interpreta
sodobne slovenske glasbe Stevena Loya. Ob dveh koncertnih
izvedbah skladb Kljubovalnost cudovitih otrok Svetlane Maras
in Tako tiho Larise Vrhunc, ki ju navdihuje prvinska radovednost
ofroskega muziciranja, bosta zazveneli Se Sinfonietta vec&krat
nagrajenega skladatelja, akademika Bozidarja Kosa in eden
osrednjinh  opusov slovenske koncertne literature, Koncert
za violino in orkester Janeza MatiCica. Tega je pred vel kot
Stirimi desetletji s Simfoniki RTV Slovenija praizvedel Igor Ozim,
tokratna izvedba pa je zaupana mednarodno uveljavijeni in-
terpretki, violinistki Lani Trotovsek.

Tako tudi tokratni praznik slovenske glasbe v svoji ze 38. izdaji s
Stevilnimi novitetami, krstnimi izvedbami in drugimi, napol poz-
ablienimi opusi iz slovenske skladateljske zakladnice z razgrnit-
vijo nekaterih znanstvenih in umetniskih vidikov glasbene inter-
pretacije ponuja pester nabor koncerthega in simpozijskega
dogajanja. Vabljeni torej, da se nam pridruzite in s tem pod-
prete novejsa slovenska glasbenoustvarjalna in poustvarjalna
prizadevanja.

Jernej Weiss
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The focus of the 38™ Slovenian Music Days is musical interpre-
tation. Everyone involved in music is in one way or another
faced with questions of musical interpretation. Composers as-
sess what their ideas have become in the hands of performers;
performers build their own vision of the works they perform;
music historians decide which interpretations are historically
more authentic and which are less so; listeners hear different
interpretations of the same composition and find themselves
liking some and not liking others.

Every musical interpretation, no matter how carefully con-
structed, is, of course, unique, since it is based to a greater or
lesser extent on the subjective choices of the performer. These
choices almost always represent a blend of artistic concept,
which is unrepeatable in its uniqueness, and a scholarly or sci-
entific approach to the musical subject-matter or the act of
interpretation itself, which is present to a varying degree. Only
analysis of one or other of the practices, inseparably linked as
they are, can penetrate info the depths of each performance
and offer a more comprehensive presentation of the different
levels of inferpretative expression. Musical interpretation, then,
is conditioned by the different starting points that, in connec-
tion with the composer’s creative intentions, the characteristics
of the composition, various performance-related specifics (in-
cluding the acoustics of historical spaces, different tunings of
instruments, different vocal tfechniques, and so on), combined
with the aesthetic criteria or receptive expectations of the au-
dience, determine the performer’s choices in space and time.

The focus of interest at this year’s international symposium will
be the diversities and specificities of individual interpretative
practices, in connection with some recent artistic develop-
ments and research findings in the field of musical interpre-
tation. The symposium, which takes place on 18 April in the
Knights’ Hall of the Krizanke complex, will as ever feature
an international line-up of speakers from some of Europe’s
most prestigious universities. The keynote speakers will be
Barbara Lineburg of the Anton Bruckner Private University in
Linz, who over the course of her long career as violinist and
researcher has spent many years studying both the artistic
and scientific aspects of musical interpretation, and Clem-
ens Hellsberg, for many years a member of the Vienna Phil-
harmonic and the orchestra’s former director, the author of a
well-known book on the history of the Wiener Philharmoniker
(Demokratie der Kdnige or Democracy of the Kings), whose
paper will discuss, among other things, some of the most im-
portant conductors who, fogether with the orchestra, have
been responsible for creating unforgettable interpretations.
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We also wish fo encourage reflection on this always relevant
topic among students of various musical disciplines, for whom
this year we have organised the first international student sym-
posium as part of the Slovenian Music Days. This will take place
on 19 April at the Academy of Music in Ljubljana. Its aim is to
offer the younger generation of composers, performers, music
pedagogues and musicologists the opportunity to exchange
views and compare practical experiences in the field of musi-
cal interpretation.

This edition of the Slovenian Music Days also features a highly
varied concert programme, in which the emphasis is on pre-
miere performances of new works by Slovene composers. The
programme committee has decided that this year the op-
portunity to shine at the concerts of some of Slovenia’s most
important musical institutions will go, above all, to the younger
generation of talented Slovene performers. The opening con-
cert evening of the Slovenian Music Days, at which the Slo-
venian Philharmonic Orchestra will perform under conductor
Davorin Mori, places three infernationally established Slovene
composers in the foreground, with a programme consisting of
Strastra, a work for orchestra and organ by Aldo Kumar inter-
preted by Tomaz Sevsek, one of Slovenia’s most prominent or-
ganists, and two new works: TomaZz Svete’s Concerto for Violin
and Orchestra, dedicated fo his daughter, the outstanding
violinist Lalita Svete, who will give the work its premiere perfor-
mance; and the Concerto for Two Pianos and Orchestra by
Uros Rojko, performed by the pianists Nina Presicek Laznik and
Lovorka Neme$ Dular.

The two fraditional events organised by the Society of Slovene
Composers stand out this year with 17 premiere performances
between them. Night of Slovene Composers always provides
thrilling interpretations, while this year’s Concert Afelier fea-
tures the experienced Duo Claripiano, consisting of pianist
Tatiana Kauci¢c and clarinetist Dusan Sodja, who have been
delighting audiences with a wide range of interpretations over
the course of three decades. It is largely thanks fo these two
events that more than 350 new Slovene works have been per-
formed in the context of the Slovenian Music Days over the
past four decades - a figure that leaves no doubt about the
importance of their role as promoters of contemporary Slo-
vene compositional creativity.

On 20 April we will have the opportunity to hear some rarely
performed chamber works by composers who are linked by
their musical activities in Maribor (among them Viktor Parma,
the centenary of whose death we mark at the end of this
year). Members of the String Quartet of the Carpe Artem col-
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lective, which has been organising regular concert cycles in
conjunction with the Slovene National Theatre in Maribor since
2012, will show off their sumptuous interpretative falent in com-
positions for string quartet in Minorite Church in Maribor.

This will be followed by the always well-attended concert of
Slovene art songs organised by the Glasbena Matica in Lju-
bliana. Taking place in the Knights” Hall of the Krizanke com-
plex, this year’s concert is enfirely dedicated fo the art songs
of composer Mirko Polic, a man who occupies a singular
place in Slovene music history as a supremely versatile musi-
cal figure, notable, among other things, for his visionary ap-
proach to contemporary Slovene opera, a genre to which he
devoted particular attention during his almost two decades
as director of Ljubliana’s opera house. His art songs, on the
other hand, have been almost entirely overlooked until now.
Some of these songs are now available to interpreters in a
special new edition published at the start of this year. This con-
cert will feature two young singers - the soprano Aleksandra
Radovanovi¢ and the tenor Gregor Ravnik - accompanied
by Poli¢’s great-grandson, the pianist Igor Vicentic.

The closing concert is this year enfrusted fo the RTV Slovenia
Symphony Orchesfra conducted by Sfteven Loy, an experi-
enced interpreter of contemporary Slovene music. As well as
concert performances of Svetlana Maras’s Defiance of Glo-
rious Childre and Larisa Vrhunc’s So Quiet, both inspired by
the elemental curiosity of children’s music-making, the pro-
gramme will include the Sinfonietta by multi-award-winning
composer BozZidar Kos and one of the cenfral works of Slovene
concerto literature, Janez Matici¢’s Concerto for Violin and
Orchestra. The latter was given its premiere performance
more than four decades ago by the RTV Slovenia Symphony
Orchestra and violinist Igor Ozim. This time the soloist will be
one of the Slovenia’s most internationally acclaimed violinists
Lana Trotovsek.

Once again, this Féte de la Musique, now in its 38" edition,
offers a wide variety of concert and symposium events, includ-
ing numerous new compositions, premiere performances and
half-forgotten works from the treasury of Slovene music, while
at the same time shedding light on some of the scientific and
arfistic aspects of musical interpretation. You are cordially in-
vited to join us and, in this way, support the recent compo-
sitional and inferpretative endeavours of Slovene composers
and performers.

Glasba kot umetnisko delo obstaja v dveh pojavnih oblikah:
kot glasbeni zapis na papirju, ki doloca njeno identiteto, in v
zvocni upodobitvi, ki osmisli njen pomen. Glasbena partitura je
potemtakem nemi prikaz dela, ki potrebuje tolmaca, posred-
nika in prevajalca, da jo zvo&no preoblikuje. lzvajalca, torej, ki
glasbeno delo ozivi ter gradi most med skladateljevimi inten-
cijami in poslusalcem.

Glasba kot interpretativna umetnost, ki je osrednja tema
38. Slovenskih glasbenih dnevov, je kompleksen in raznolik
umetniski proces, ki zahteva uravnotezenost med ftehni¢no
brezhibnostjo in ekspresivno poglobljenostjo interpreta: zvesto-
ba skladateljevemu zapisu je zato le podlaga, na kateri gradi
SvOjo vizijo o izvajanem delu ter mu viiva edinstvenost, ne-
ponovljivost in osebno noto.

Otvoritveni koncert prihajojoCega praznika glasbe osvetljuje
slovensko glasbeno tvornost 21. stolefja, v soj Zarometov pa
postavi tri velika imena povojne generacije skladateljev.
Prejemniki Kozinove nagrade Aldo Kumar, Tomaz Svete in
Uro$ Rojko so ustvarjalci t. i. mlade avantgarde, nadaljevalke
naprednih tehnik in metod, ki so z desetletji izoblikovali last-
ne glasbene govorice, spostlive, a samosvoje v odnosu do
tfradicije.

Bogati in zanrsko pestri opus Alda Kumarja pritegne z znacilno
komunikativnostjo glasbenega izraza, ki se kaze v skladateljevi
priljublienosti na domacih in fujin odrih. Med najodmevnejse
se je zapisalo gostovanje v Sankt Peterburgu, kjer je Orkester
Slovenske filharmonije izvedel njegovo kompozicijo za orgle
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in orkester Strastra. Zvo&no barvno sliko, ki zazari v energiji
oranzne topline, bomo slisali v interpretaciji enega najvidnejsin
slovenskih organistov Tomaza Sevska.

Vsestranski je tudi opus Tomaza Sveteta, prvaka slovenske
operne ustvarjalnosti, Cigar iziemna glasbena kreativnost se
zrcali v mo¢no poudarjeni ekspresivnosti, bogati glasbeni
teksturi, kompleksnosti harmonskega stavka in Custveni po-
globljenosti. V izvedbi mednarodno priznane violinistke Lalite
Svete bo krstno zazvenel Koncert za violino in orkester, ki je
interpretki tudi posvecen.

Izviren in globoko premislien je tudi razvejeni opus Uro$a Rojka,
Cigar tehtne, arhitektonsko grajene kompozicije so podcrtane
z nezmotljivo individualnostjo. Noviteta Odtekanje ¢asa VI, se
ena Vv nizu skladateljevih istoimenskin skladb, ki Crpajo iz min-
liivosti zivlienja, je ustvarjena za novi glasbi zavezani pianistki
Lovorko Nemes Dular in Nino PreSiéek Laznik.

Music exists as an arfistic work in two forms: as musical nota-
tion on paper, which defines its identity; and as its rendering in
sound, which gives it meaning. A musical score is thus a mute
representation of a work that requires an interpreter, a me-
diator and a translator to transform it into sound. A performer,
in other words, who gives life to a musical work and builds a
bridge between the composer’s intentions and the listener.

Music as interpretative art, which is the main theme of the 38"
Slovenian Music Days, is a complex and heterogeneous ar-
tistic process that requires a balance between the technical
mastery and the expressive depth of the interpreter: fidelity fo
the composer’s score is merely the base on which the inter-
preter builds their own vision of the work they are performing,
rendering it unique, unrepeatable and personal.

The opening concert of the upcoming festival of music shines
a light on 21¢ century Slovene musical creativity while at the
same time placing the spotlight on three major names from the
post-war generation of composers. Kozina Prize recipients Aldo
Kumar, Tomaz Svete and Uros Rojko are composers of the
so-called young avant-garde, representing a continuation of
progressive techniques and methods, who over the course of
decades have evolved their own musical languages that are
respectful of tradition but at the same time original.

Aldo Kumar’s rich and varied oeuvre is distinguished by a
characteristic communicativeness of musical expression that
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is reflected in the composer’s popularity at home and abroad.
His greatest triumphs include a performance of his composi-
tion Strastra for organ and orchestra by the Slovenian Philhar-
monic Orchestra in St Petersburg. The colourful sonic palette
of this work, glowing with the energy of orange warmth, will
be interpreted by one of Slovenia’s most prominent organists,
Tomaz Sevsek.

Another composer with a many-faceted oeuvre is Tomaz
Svete, a leading figure in Slovene opera, whose extraordinary
musical creativity is reflected in heightened expressiveness,
a rich musical texture, harmonic complexity and emotional
depth. Infernational violinist Lalita Svete will give the premiere
performance of his Concerto for Violin and Orchestra, a work
of which she is also the dedicatee.

The varied oeuvre of Uros Rojko, whose weighty, architectoni-
cally constructed compositions are shot through with unerr-
ing individuality, is also original and profoundly thoughtful.
His new work Running Out of Time VII, the latest in a series of
compositions with the same name that draw inspiration from
the fransience of life, was written for two pianists with a strong
commitment to new music: Lovorka Nemes Dular and Nina
Presi¢ek Laznik.

Drustvo slovenskih skladateljev - strokovno zdruzenje, ki ohranja
kakovost in ugled slovenske glasbe doma in po svetu. Drustvo,
ki Ze pogleduje proti Castitlivemu, 80. jubileju delovanja,
uresnicuje svoje poslanstvo fudi s koncertno dejavnostjo. Vanjo
med drugim sodi celovecerni koncertni cikel sodobne klasicne
glasbe, tradicionalna Noé slovenskih skladateljev, ena od
stalnih spremljevalk Slovenskin glasbenih dnevov. Nepretrgana

Kompoziciie za trio zasedbe so prispevali iz romske tradicije
izhajajoci Imer Traja Brizani, neposredni in subtiini Bojan Glavi-
na ter zanrsko raznolika Urska Oresié Santavec, ki so iskali nove
zvocne reditve v fradicionalnih instrumentalnih kombinacijah
flavte, klavirja in viole oziroma violon&ela. Drugacna zvocna
svezina se obeta pri Tomazu Svetetu in tradiciji zavezanemu
Tomazu Habetu, ki v svojin dveh novostih druzita tri brenkala:

No¢ slovenskih skladateljev, ki nastaja pod umetniskim vod-
stvom Crta Sojarja Voglarja, bo krstno predstavila e dva in-
strumentalna kvarteta (flavta, viola, violon&elo in klavir), pod
katera sta se podpisala v svetu jazza in improvizacije domaci
Viadimir Batista fer David Veber, nagrajenec Mednarodne-
ga skladateljskega fekmovanja New Note 2013.

Interpretacije novitet so zaupane odlic¢nim slovenskim glasbe-
nikom mlgjSe in srednje generacije, med katerimi so mnogi
tudi mednarodno uveljavljeni solisti.

Without question one of the principal promoters of Slovene
music is the Society of Slovene Composers, a professional asso-
ciation dedicated fo maintaining the quality and reputation of
Slovene music both in Slovenia and around the world. The So-
ciety, now approaching the 80" anniversary of its foundation, a
venerable milestone, also pursues its mission through the organ-
isation of concerts. These include an evening of contemporary
classical music, the now traditional Night of Slovene Compos-
ers, that always accompanies the Slovenian Music Days. An
ongoing cycle of concerts and performances that has been
held in various venues around Slovenia over the years, it is exclu-
sively devoted to premiere performances of works by Slovene
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composers. The event is always a colourful blend of different
formal, compositional and technical solutions that showcases
the aesthetic principles inspiring current Slovene composers.

This edition of the Slovenian Music Days will include fourteen
new works for a varied range of instruments in different com-
binations. New pieces for solo instruments are conftributed by
the veteran composers Igor Dekleva and Zarko Zivkovié,
both of whom remain faithful to their original instruments - re-
spectively piano and guitar. The guitar is also the inspiration for
jazz devotee Matija Maréina, while Tomaz Bajzelj’s new work
is dedicated to the romantic harp.

Viola and cello combine in a new composition from the uncon-
ventional, Vienna-based composer Aleksandra Bajde, while
the versatile UrSula Jasovec and the expressively original Crt
Sojar Voglar make a significant contribution to the otherwise
relatively scant repertoire for guitar and harp duo. Composi-
tions for frio are contributed by Imer Traja Brizani, who comes
from the Roma musical fradition, the direct and subtle Bojan
Glavina, and the genre-fluid Urska Oresié Santavec. All
three composers have sought new sonic solutions in the tra-
ditional instrumental combinations of fiute, piano and viola /
cello. Fresh sounds of a different kind are promised by Tomaz
Svete and the ftraditionally inspired TomaZ Habe, both of
whom combine three plucked string instruments in their new
works: guitar, harp and zither - the last of these an increasingly
common presence on concert platforms.

The Night of Slovene Composers, under the artistic direction of
Crt Sojar Voglar, will also include the premiere performances
of two instrumental quartets (fiute, viola, cello and piano), one
by Vladimir Batista, a composer who is at home in the world
of jazz and improvisation, and the other by David Veber, a
prizewinner at the New Note International Composers” Com-
petition in 2013.

The interpretations of these new works are entrusted to out-
standing Slovene musicians from the younger and middle gen-
erations, including many internationally acclaimed soloists.

Nepogredljivo sredis¢e sodobne glasbene ustvarjalnosti je
fudi komorni cikel Koncertni atelje, nagjstarejsi koncertni do-
godek Drustva slovenskih skladateljev, ki je vstopil v svojo 58.
sezono delovanja. Konceptualno nekoliko drugacen od ide-
jno sicer sorodne NocCi slovenskin skiadateljev je oblikovan
kot preplet domacih novitet s slovensko in tujo sodobnostjo,
s poudarkom na manj znanih in redkeje slisanih kompozicijah.
Napovedani program crpa iz zakladnice komornih opusov
nekaterin najvecjih klasikov slovenske glasbe 20. stoletja, ki
jih uravnotezeno dopolnjujejo tri krstne izvedbe. Poustvarjalni
izziv, ki ga Koncertni atelje iz sezone v sezono ponuja izvajal-
cem, bosta tokrat sprejela Dusan Sodja in Tatjana Kauci¢ -
Duo Claripiano, ambasador slovenske glasbene sedanjosti,
poznan po muzikalno vznemirljivih in ob&utljivo intimnih inter-
pretacijah.

V svoji bogati, 30-letni karieri sta glasbenika stkala dragocene
vezi z mnogimi slovenskimi glasbeniki. Dolgoletna prijatelja
sta bila na primer s klasi¢ni popolnosti zavezanim Uro$em
Krekom, v izrazu osebnim in v glasbeni izoovedi iskrenim skla-
dateljem, ki je ostal zvest estetskim temeljem skladateljske po-
etfike in tehni¢ni dovrsenosti. Sonating, ki jo bomo sliali, je iz
leta 1984.

Interpreta redno sodelujeta tudi z Lojzetom Lebi¢em, Cigar
ugled in prepoznavnost odmevata dale€ v mednarodni pros-
tor. Skladatelj osebne, med zvocno silovitostjo in meditativno
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zadrzanostjo razpete glasbene govorice je glasbenikoma leta
2017 posvetil kompozicijo Spomin - predelavo Sonate iz leta
1960, ki v novi preobleki odzvanja kot »spomin« na avtorjevo
ustvarjalno preteklost.

UspeSnemu instrumentalnemu dvojcu so skladatelji e danes
moc¢no naklonjeni. Nova dela so tokrat ustvarili Nenad First,
ki z neposrednostjo izraza in sodobnim tehnicnim sredstvom
navkljub ohranja stik s poslusalstvom; Tadeja Vule, ki je ena-
ko prepri€liva na polju vokalne kot instfrumentalne glasbe; in
Trzacan Corrado Rojac, v prvi vrsti koncertni harmonikar, a
tudi sodobni sintaksi zapisani ustvarjalec.

V previadujoce domace obarvan spored je domiselno vtkan
Se Sonetto za klarinet in klavir (1969) v svetu enega najbolj
uveljavijenin finskih skladateljev Einojuhania Rautavaare,
avtorja bogatega in razvejanega opusa, ki je rad poudarjal
svojo misticno in romanticno ustvarjaino plat.

Now in its 58" season, the chamber music cycle Concert Ate-
lier is the oldest concert series organised by the Society of
Slovene Composers and another essential nexus of contem-
porary musical creativity in Slovenia. Conceptually slightly dif-
ferent from sister event Night of Slovene Composers, it offers a
blend of brand-new Slovene works and contemporary classi-
cal music from Slovenia and other countries, with an emphasis
on less well known and rarely heard compositions. The latest
programme draws on the freasury of chamber works by some
of the most important names in 20" century Slovenian music,
balancing them with three premiere performances. The chal-
lenge that the Concert Atelier presents to performers season
after season has this time been accepted by Dusan Sodja and
Tatiana Kaucic, otherwise known as Claripiano Duo, ambas-
sadors of contemporary Slovene music who are known for
their musically exciting and sensitively intimate performances.
Over the course of their rich, 30-year career, the two musicians
have woven precious ties with many Slovene musicians. These
include a long friendship with Uros Krek, a composer commit-
ted to classical perfection and distinguished by his personal
and sincere musical expression, who has remained faithful to
the aesthetic foundations of compositional poetics and tech-
nical mastery. We will hear his Sonatina from 1984.

The duo also collaborate regularly with Lojze Lebié, a com-
poser with a far-reaching international reputation whose dis-
tinctly personal musical language runs the gamut from violent
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impetuosity to meditative restraint. In 2017 he dedicated the
composition Memory to them - a reworking of his Sonata from
1960, which resounds in its new guise like a »memory« of the
composer’s creative past,

The successful instrumental duo are still very much in favour
with composers today. New works have been written for them
on this occasion by Nenad First, who, despite his use of mod-
ern techniques, successfully maintains contact with the audi-
ence through the directness of his expression; Tadeja Vule,
equally convincing with vocal music and instrumental com-
positions; and, from Trieste, Corrado Rojac, primarily known
as a concert accordionist but also a composer well versed in
contemporary syntax.

Imaginatively woven info a predominantly Slovene pro-
gramme is Sonetto for Clarinet and Piano (1969) by one of
Finland’s most significant composers, Einojuhani Rautavaara,
the creator of a rich and varied oeuvre in which he liked to
emphasise his mystical and romantic sides.

Komorni cikel buti¢nin koncertov Carpe artem Drustva za
komorno glasbo Amadeus je bil za popolnitev manka na
podrocju komorne glasbe osnovan leta 2012 v Mariboru, da
bi povecal dostopnost komorne glasbe strokovni in §irsi javnos-
fi, Siril obc¢instvo komorne glasbe in krepil njegovo zanimanje
tudi za sodobne stvaritve. Ciklu se vsako leto pridruzi Godalni
kvartet kolektiva Carpe artem, katerega Clani so v medn-
arodnem okolju uveljavljeni instrumentalisti.

Glasbena oblika godalni kvartet, Ze poliretje stoletje hrbteni-
ca komorne glasbe, je do danes ohranila zZivljenjsko moc¢ in
vpliv na skladatelje, glasbenike in poslusalce. Intimen, a hkrati
kompleksen zvok strun, stkan v harmonic¢no enovitost, ustvarja
edinstveno glasbeno izkusnjo tako za interprete kot glasbene
sladokusce. Kot najbolj popolna in Ziahtna oblika komornega
muziciranja pa je zvrst pri nas v polnosti vendarle zazivela Sele
v minulem stoletju; specificnega razvoja slovenske glasbe, v
kateri je bila zaradi ustvarjalnih in izvedbenih (Z)moznosti v os-
predju vokalna oziroma zborovska tradicija, ni bilo mogoce
prehitevati. Prve komorne kompozicije so tako zacele nasto-
jati Sele proti koncu 19. stoletja.

Med prve tehtne prispevke na podroc¢ju komorne glasbe pri
nas zagotovo sodi Godalni kvartet (1922) Viktorja Parme, sicer
o&eta slovenske opere. Cetudi gre za skiadateliev edini iziet na
polje tradicionalne vecstavenosti in z njo sonatne forme, velja
za eno avtorjevih najpomembnejsin in najtehtnejsin stvaritev.

Operni umetnosti predan je tudi Tomaz Svete, kar pa ne
omejuje skladateljeve Sirine: prav komorne zasedbe so plat-
forma njegovega eksperimentiranja z instrumentalnimi tehni-
kami in glasbeno sintakso. To velja tudi za enostavéno skladbo
iz leta 2004 | Cantici dei Angeli, ki se v raznolikin zvo&nih poljin
razgrinja od etericne prosojnosti do napete dramaticnosti.

Stevine nove skladbe, v katerih se zrcali Sirok diapazon
razlienih estetskih nazorov, dokazujejo, da je zvok Sestngjstin
strun $e vedno zelo aktualen. Pringjajoci koncert napoveduje
krstno izvedbo Godalnega kvarteta §t. 3 Dominika Jaksi¢a,
skladatelja najmlajse generacije domacih ustvarjalcev.
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Slovensko obarvani program zaokroza Se en avtor nasih ko-
renin: genialni pisec samospeva Hugo Wolf, Cigar Italijanska
serenada je delo priviacne zvocne barvitosti in lahkotnega
znacaja ter priljubliena popestritev komornih repertoarjev.

The Carpe Artem cycle of boutique chamber concerts organ-
ised by the Amadeus Chamber Music Society was created
in Maribor in 2012 to fill a gap in the existing chamber music
scene. It aims to increase the accessibility of chamber music,
grow its audience and boost interest in contemporary cham-
ber compositions. The cycle is joined each year by the String
Quarlet of the Carpe Artem Collective, whose members are
internationally acclaimed instrumentalists.

The string quartet - for two and a half centuries the backbone
of chamber music - has retained its vital power and influence
over composers, musicians and listeners to the present day.
The infimate yet complex sound of strings, woven into a har-
monious unity, creates a unique musical experience for per-
formers and music lovers alike. The most perfect and noble
form of chamber music making, it did not fully establish itself
as a genre in this country until the last century. The specific de-
velopment of music in Slovenia, where the vocal and choral
tradition was always firmly in the foreground, reflecting existing
creative abilities and performance possibilities, could not be
hurried. The first chamber compositions did not begin fo ap-
pear until towards the end of the 19" century.

Among the first significant conftributions to the Slovenian
chamber repertoire was the String Quartet (1922) by Viktor
Parma, otherwise known as the father of Slovene opera. Al-
though this was the composer’s only excursion into the field of
fraditional multi-movement works and sonata form, it is seen
as one of his most important and substantial achievements.

Tomaz Svete is another composer with a particular dedication
to the art of opera, although this in no way limits the breadth
of his vision: chamber ensembles are, in fact, his preferred
platform for experiments with instrumental techniques and
musical syntax. This is also the case with his single-movement
composition| cantici dei angeli (2004), which fraverses diverse
soundscapes from ethereal translucence to tense drama.

Numerous new compositions reflecting a broad range of aes-
thetic perspectives prove that the sound of sixteen strings is
still extremely relevant. The upcoming concert includes the
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premiere performance of String Quartet No. 3 by Dominik
Jaksié, a member of the latest generation of Slovene com-
posers.

The largely Slovene programme is rounded off by another
composer with Slovenian roofts: the brilliant Lieder composer
Hugo Wolf, whose Italian Serenade, a work of colourful tonal-
ity and light-hearted ebullience, has become a popular part
of the chamber repertoire.

Ciklus samospevov, fradicionalni koncertni dogodek, ki ga
od leta 2002 prireja Glasbena matica Ljubljana, s premislieno
oblikovanimi programi razkriva ne le neskonéno bogastvo iz
svetovne zakladnice, ampak ozavesca pomen, ki ga je imela
oblika samospeva na razvoj slovenske glasbene umetnosti.
Péta beseda je bila namre& eno najmocnejsih sredstev za
izrazanje notranjin razpolozenj in Sijenje narodno prebudnin
idej 19. stoletja. Na prelomu iz 19. stoletja v 20. je zvrst posto-
poma izgubljala Citalniskega duha in Se desetletja ostala ob-
lika, priviacna slovenskim skladateljem.

Pomemben pecat v delovanju Glasbene matice je zapustil
Mirko Poli¢, dirigent in skiadatelj, ki sodi med najmarkantnejse
osebnosti slovenskega glasbenega zivljenja prve polovice 20.
stoletja. S svojim delovanjem po razli¢nih mestih od Trsta do
Osijeka, Zagreba, Beograda in predvsem Ljubljane, kjer je bil
dolga leta vodilna osebnost ljubljanske Opere, je pomembno
prispeval tudi k razvoju tedanje jugoslovanske glasbene kul-
ture.

Pri delu sta ga vseskozi gnala izrazita umetniska potenca in
zivo stremlienje k uveljavljanju izvirne slovenske glasbene
tvornosti. S svojimi naprednimi nazori je znatno vplival na
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modernejso orientacijo slovenske operne in koncertne prakse
dvajsetin in tridesetih let minulega stoletja ter s tem slovenske-
mu obcinstvu priblizeval sodobne estetske nazore. Ustvarjal je
na femeljih nove romantike, glasbeno govorico pa obogatil
tudi z novejSimi harmonskimi sredstvi ter s tem sodobnejsim es-
tetskim razumevanjem. Ceprav ga je najbolj priviagila opera,
je skladal na razli¢nih podrocijih ter zapustil tudi ve& samospe-
vov in zborovskih skladb.

Program, v celoti posvecen Policu, odkriva tancice pozabljen-
ega skladatelja, Cigar dediscino bodo v infimnem preletu vo-
kala in klavirja obudili uveljavijeni interpreti: sopranistka Alek-
sandra Radovanovié in pianist, skladateljev pravnuk lgor
Viéentié€, Ziviienjska in glasbena sopotnika, ki sta poskroela
za novo edicijo Poli¢evih samospevov, ter Gregor Ravnik,
klasi€no Solani tenorist, uspesen tudi v popularnem zanru.

The Art Song Cycle is a traditional concert series organised by
the Glasbena matica Ljubliana since 2002, with thoughtfully
designed programmes that reveal the endless wealth of the
world’s treasury of art songs while simultaneously highlighting
the important role played by the art song in the development
of Slovene music. The sung word was, in fact, one of the most
powerful means available to express inner feelings and dis-
seminate the nationally conscious ideas of the 19™ century.
As the 19" century turned intfo the 20", the genre gradually
lost the »reading room« spirit associated with national awak-
ening and remained a popular form with Slovene composers
for many decades.

Composer and conductor Mirko Poli¢, one of the most promi-
nent figures in Slovene musical life in the first half of the 20"
century, left an important mark on the activities of the Glasbe-
na Matica. Active in various cities including Trieste, Osijek, Za-
greb, Belgrade and, above all, Ljubljana, where he was for
many years a leading figure at the Ljubliana Opera, he also
made a significant contribution fo the development of the Yu-
goslav musical culture of his day.

A man of considerable artistic powers, he was driven by a
keen desire to establish an original Slovene form of musical
creativity. His progressive views helped give a more modern
orientation to operatic and concert practice in the 1920s and
1930s, in this way familiarising Slovene audiences with confem-
porary aesthetic principles. His own compositions were based
on Neo-Romantic foundations, enriched by modern harmon-
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ic devices and a more contemporary aesthetic understand-
ing. Although he was most drawn fo opera, he composed in
a range of genres and his oeuvre included several art songs
and choral works.

The programme of this concert, entirely dedicated to Polic, lifts
the veil on a forgotten composer whose works will be reawak-
ened, in an intimate dialogue of voice and piano, by three
established performers: soprano Aleksandra Radovanovié
and pianist Igor Viéentié (the composer’s great grandson),
musical and life partners who have also curated a new edition
of Polic’s art songs;, and Gregor Ravnik, a classically frained
tenor who is also a successful pop singer.

Sklepni koncert 38. Slovenskih glasbenih dnevov bo v zna-
menju sodobne ustvarjalnosti. Uvedel ga bo v svetovnem
merilu eden najuspesnejsin slovenskin skladatelijev BozZidar
Kos, veckrat nagrajeni umetnik, ki si je svetovno slavo prisluzil
na drugi strani Zemljine poloble ter se zapisal med vodine
glasbene osebnosti Avstralije in SirSega pacifiskega obmodja.
V njegovi glasbeni govorici tako pomenljivo odzvanja Sifjava
odddaljenih pokrajin s pridihom kozmicnega. Sinfonietta za
godala iz leta 1984 sodi v obdobje, ko je Kos zacel evropski
avantgardizem spajati z elementi balkanske folkloristike.

V osr¢ju sporeda sta kompoziciji glasbenic razlicnih sklo-
dateliskin poetik, ki sta nasli ustvarjalne vzvode pri ofro-
cih. Leta 2023 premierno izvedeni deli sta nastali v okviru
umetniSkoraziskovalnega projekta B-AIR, ki raziskuje vpliv
zvoka na zivljenje Cloveka od zibke do slovesa. Srbska umet-
nica Svetlana Maras, ki ustvarja na presecis¢u eksperimen-
talne glasbe, zvocne umetnosti in novih medijev, se v skladbi
Kliubovalnost ¢udovitih ofrok opre na pustolovsko, sveze in
brezmejno muziciranje otrok ter njihovo svobodo eksperimenti-
ranja in improviziranja. Larisa Vrhune, ena tistih slovenskin sklo-
dateljic, ki so se kot prve v zgodovini slovenske ustvarjalnosti
uveljavile v tujini, pa se v kompoziciji z laskavo mednarodno
oznako »priporoc¢eno delo« Tako tiho ozira k najmlaj§im: z mis-
lijo na mlade poslusalce je ustvarila fiho glasbo za dojencke
in malcke ter s tem odprla Se neuhojeno pot predstavijanju
glasbene umetnosti najmlajsemu obcinstvu.

Praznik glasbe se bo izpel s Koncerfom za violino in orkester,
op. 49, Janeza Mati€iéa, za klavijem izbrusenega virtuoza, ki
pa je v svet glasbe stopil z violino v roki. Koncert, prezet z din-
amiko Cutnosti in nadzora, je napisal v poznih sedemdesetih, v
Casu, ko se je ze dodobra navzel pariskega duha. Ob spreml-
javi Simfoni¢nega orkestra RTV Slovenija in pod taktirko maestra
Stevena Loya ga bomo slisali v interpretaciji mlade, v Londonu
ZiveCe slovenske violinistke Lane Trotovsek, ki je v zadnjem de-
setletju ustvarila zavidljivo mednarodno solisticno kariero.

The closing concert of the 38" Slovenian Music Days is dedi-
cated to contemporary creativity. It will be opened by one of
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the most globally successful Slovene composers, BoZidar Kos,
a multiple award winning artist who built his worldwide fame in
the southern hemisphere and has established himself among
the leading musical figures in Australia and the wider Pacific
region. His musical language resonates with the vastness of
distant landscapes combined with a hint of the cosmic. His
Sinfonietta for strings (1984) dates from the period in which Kos
began fo fuse the music of the European avant-garde with
elements of Balkan folk music.

The heart of the programme consists of two works by compos-
ers with very different approaches who have both found cre-
ative inspiration in children. Premiered in 2023, both works were
created as part of the artistic research project B-AIR, which
looks at how sound influences people at all stages of life, from
the cradle to the grave. Serbian artist Svetlana Maras, who
works at the interface of experimental music, sound art and
new media, drew on the adventurous, fresh and boundless
musicianship of children and their freedom of experimenta-
tion and improvisation for her piece Defiance of the Glori-
ous Children. Larisa Vrhunc, one of the first female Slovene
composers in the history of Slovene creativity to achieve in-
ternational recognition, focuses on the very youngest children
in her composition So Quiet, selected as a »recommended
work« at the 69" International Rostrum of Composers in the
Netherlands last year. This quiet music specifically created for
babies and toddlers opens up the hitherto unexplored field of
presenting music to the very youngest audiences.

Our festival of music comes to end with a performance of the
Concerto for Violin and Orchestra, Op. 49, by Janez Maticic, a
virtuoso pianist who began his musical career as a violinist. This
concerto, infused with the dynamics of sensuality and control,
dates from the late 1970s, when the composer was already
deeply imbued with the spirit of Paris. We will hear the work
performed by the RTV Slovenia Symphony Orchestra under
conductor Steven Loy and the young, London-based Slovene
violinist Lana Trotovsek, who over the past decade has built
an enviable international career as a soloist.

Leta 2019 je nastala slika v mesani tehniki na juti z naslovom
Kamnita pokrajina v javo rumenih odtenkin s premislieno razp-
orejenimi poudarki &rne, ki zaokroza kamnite strukture in s svo-
jim prelivanjem preusmerja gledalCev pogled: v obris bezecCe
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zivali iz skalovja v neznano? V sled, ki nas usmerja? Ali v dotik
zemlje z nebom, kjer si lahko v brezmejnem kozmosu le ne-
znaten delCek, kjer smo vsi »le drobna zrna v odnosu do tiste-
ga Enega, ki mu dajemo mnoga, razlicna imena. A v vsakem
zrnu je prisotna celota vsega vesoljstva ...«? (Marko Ursic) Al
samo V preblisk, ki se slikarju Blazu Vehovarju strne v misel, vi-
zijo, podobo in dejanje? Dejanje slikarja in naravovarstvenika,
ki z naravo in zivalmi diha isti zrak? Ena izmned slik. Mnogih, ki so
v zadnjih letih nastale v skrbi za ohranitev narave. Za ohrani-
tev zivalskih vrst. Za ohranitev spostovanja. Slike z naslovi Bizon,
Volkovi, Travnik, Kraska pokrajina ... nosijo sporocila ljubezni in
zaskrbljenosti.

Blaz Vehovar je u¢enec beneske Sole, ki mu je, tako kot §e ne-
katerim slovenskim umetnikom generacij zadnjega desetlet-
ja prejsnjega in prvega desetletja tega stoletja, stal ob strani
profesor Carlo Di Raco in ga nagovoril k Sirokemu razmisleku
o vsebinskih in formalnih izhodis¢ih ter postulatih; te je na poti
ustvarjanja ponotranjil in nadgradil v lastno likovno izpoved, v
kateri ohranja svez in prepoznaven rokopis. Pomembni so mu
barva, svetloba, prostor, kompozicija, zapis roke, ki poudarja
tako gib, dotik kot nanos. Na mejo med abstrahiranjem in re-
alisticnim videnjem izmisljienih naravnih okolij pogosto umesca
zivali, ki jim grozi izumrtje, in ustvari dramati¢no vzdusje, ki no-
govori in se dotakne. Drami. Pus¢a odtfise spoznanj in nago-
varjanj. Odtise globoke skrbi in zavzetosti.

Blaz Vehovar ni samo subtilen in razmisljajo¢ opazovalec nara-
ve, temvec je po zaslugi dr. Mihe Krofija tudi aktiven borec za
ohranjanje narave in zivalskega sveta; je zagrizen raziskovalec
zgodovinske preteklosti, ki je s svojo krutostjo, sovraznostjo in za-
nic¢evanjem cClovekovega dostojanstva zaznamovala Zivijenje
njegove babice, ki je prezivela strahote taboris¢a Ravensbrick.
Je spofdtliiv obozevalec stvaritev umetnikov, ki so se s svojim od-
nosom do Cloveka in Umetnosti zapisali v svetovno zgodovino:
Prima Levija, Borisa Pahorja in Zorana Musica. Vsi trije so preziveli
taboris¢a smrti. Musi¢ je s ciklom Kamnita pokrajina ustvaril ene-
ga izmed svojih vrhov. V rjavih odtenkih ob poudarjeno avtorski
risbi je izpovedal vso boleCino telesa in pokrajine, ki jo desetletja
kasneje Blaz Vehovar v tem brezmejnem prostranstvu s podob-
no barvno izbiro ob&uti kot groznjo obstoja vrednot in ciliev, ki
vsem Zzivim bitjem omogocajo Zivljenje. Dela na temo odnosa
Clovestva do sveta in narave, s posebno ljubeznijo do Zivali, go-
vorijo v zrelem slikarskem jeziku, ki Crpa v fradiciji beneskega sli-
karstva, opirgjoC se na vse aktualne izvore in naslone sodobne
vizualne umetnosti; govorijo o angaziranosti umetnika, ki vidi v
prihodnost in nas sooca s sedanjostjo.

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A mixed technique painting on jute canvas from 2019 entitled
Stone Landscape in brown and yellow shades, with judiciously
disposed accents in black that surround the stone structures
and redirect the viewer’s gaze: to the outline of an animal
fleeing from the rocks into the unknown? To a frail that guides
us? To the place where the earth touches the sky, where in
the limitless cosmos you can be no more than an insignificant
fragment, where all of us are »mere tiny grains in relation to
that One to whom we give many, different names. Yet in eve-
ry grain the whole of the universe is present ...« (Marko Ursic).
Or simply to the flash that, for painter Blaz Vehovar, crystal-
lises into thought, vision, image and action? The action of
a painter and conservationist who breathes the same air as
nature and animals? One painting. One of many created in
recent years out of concern for the conservation of nature.
For the conservation of animal species. For the conservation
of respect. Paintings with titles like Bison, Wolves, Meadow or
Karst Landscape that contain messages of love and con-
cern.

Blaz Viehovar is a pupil of the Vlenetian school, an artist who,
like a number of other Slovene artists of the generations that
emerged in the last decade of the past century and the first
decade of this, benefited from the mentorship of Carlo Di
Raco of the Accademia di Belle Arti in Vlenice, who persu-
aded him to reflect broadly on substantive and formal star-
ting points and postulates. Internalising them over the course
of his creative journey, he has built them into his own perso-
nal form of artistic expression, within which he maintains a
fresh and distinctive signature. Colour, light, space, composi-
tion and brushwork that emphasises movement, touch and,
at the same time, the application of the paint - these are all
important elements of his work. His paintings frequently inclu-
de endangered animals, which he places in the borderland
between abstraction and a realistic vision of imagined natu-
ral environments, in this way creating a dramatic atmosphe-
re that addresses and touches. Provokes. Leaves impressions
of insights and urgings. Impressions of profound concern and
commitment.

Blaz Viehovar is not only a subtle and contemplative observer
of nature; thanks fo wildlife researcher Miha Krofel he is also
actively engaged in the fight to conserve nature and the ani-
mal world; he is a dedicated researcher of the historical past
that, with its cruelty, hostility and confempt for human dignity,
marked the life of his grandmother, who survived the horrors
of the Ravensbriick concentration camp. He is a respectful
admirer of the works of three creative individuals who have
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written themselves into world history through their attitudes to-
wards Man and Art: Primo Levi, Boris Pahor and Zoran MUsic.
All three of them death camp survivors. Music’s Stone Lands-
cape cycle represented one of his creative peaks. In shades
of brown and with a highly individual drawing style, Music ex-
pressed all the pain of the human body and the landscape
that, decades later, BlaZz Viehovar perceives in this boundless
expanse, with a similar choice of colours, as a threat to the
survival of the values and aims that make life possible for all
living creatures. Works on the theme of humanity’s relations-
hip with the world and nature, with a special love for animals,
speak in a mature artistic language that draws on the tradition
of Venetian painting while also leaning on all the current sour-
ces and borrowings of contemporary visual art; they speak of
the engagement of the artist who can see into the future and
confronts us with the present.
