Vatroslav Lisinski (Zagreb, 8. srpnja 1819. — 31. svibnja 1854.) nesumnjivo je najvazniji hrvatski skladatelj
19. stoljeca, ali danas i jedan od najpoznatijih glazbenih imena Zagreba i Hrvatske. Izlozbom potaknutom
okruglom 200. godi$njicom njegova rodenja obuhvaceni su i prikazani razli¢iti aspekti njegova
skladateljskog rada (opere Ljubav i zloba i Porin, solo pjesme, zborovi, klavirske, komorne i orkestralne
skladbe), ali su i stavljeni u kontekst njegovih ilirskih i zagrebackih suvremenika. Na ovoj izlozbi prikazani
su razliciti tipovi grade — glazbene, kazaliSne, muzikoloske, dokumentarne, likovne - od 19. stoljeca do
danas: od autorovih izvornih partitura, preko prijepisa njegovih skladbi, libreta, kazali$nih cedulja,
scenografskih i kostimografskih skica, pisama, knjiga i casopisa s primjerima razli¢itih istrazivackih pristupa
skladatelju i njegovom radu, do likovnih prikaza skladatelja (bista Lisinskog Roberta Frangesa Mihanovica,
portret Lisinskog Otona Ivekovica) od kojih su neki relativno malo poznati ili zaboravljeni. Sjecajuci se tako

Lisinskog podsje¢amo na njegovu vaznost u glazbenom i kulturnom Zzivotu Hrvatske i grada Zagreba danas.

Vatroslav Lisinski (Zagreb, 8 July 1819 - 31 May 1854) is undoubtedly the most important Croatian composer
of the 19th century, but today also one of the most famous music names of Zagreb and Croatia. The exhibition
on the occasion of the 200th anniversary of his birth, covers and presents various aspects of his composing
work (operas Love and Malice and Porin, solo songs, choirs, piano, chamber and orchestral compositions), but
also places them in the context of his Illyrian and Zagreb contemporaries. This exhibition offers different types
of material — musical, theatrical, musicological, documentary, visual — from the 19th century to the present
days: author's original scores, transcriptions of his compositions, librettos, cast sheets, stage and costume
sketches, letters, books and journals with examples of different research approaches to the composer and his
work, visual representations of the composer (a bust of Lisinski by Robert Franges Mihanovi¢, a portrait of
Lisinski by Oton Ivekovi¢), some of which are relatively little known or forgotten. Thus, remembering Lisinski
we aim to recall of his importance in the musical and cultural life of Croatia and the city of Zagreb today.
